BSW

This year’s SPUD delegates were given the opportunity to learn more about the work of BSW and the various services it provides. They considered the concept of a “Social Witness Week” for local congregations, and discussed practical ways to engage with the communities around them. Ideas ranged from Fun Days, Tea Dances, Book weekends and Football tournaments, to CV workshops, Multicultural nights, Counselling services and English classes, and a host of other things in between. The young people felt it was important to make contact with existing agencies, and develop links with local schools and the police. They also pointed out that it was important to assess the needs of the congregation as well as the community, particularly in terms of the training needs of the congregation. 

The young people affirmed the fantastic work that the Board carries out, but expressed a real desire for individual congregations to be educated and equipped, so that they too can more actively, and more confidently, engage in social witness.
