Within the SPUD Youth Assembly we aim to address issues which come from the Boards, but also the issues which are important to young people. This year the SPUD focus group was led by the SPUD co-chairs and was titled “Young people and the Church: the good, the bad and the ugly.” The aim of this group was to explore the relationship between young people and the Presbyterian Church in Ireland, with the intention of reporting back to the General Assembly. The small group discussion allowed contribution from a wide range of delegates from diverse backgrounds and church experiences, which the Mash-Up delegates narrowed down and identified the key themes and issues. The appended report is intended to advocate for young people, to educate and challenge the Church.  With this in mind we propose the following resolution:
‘That the General Assembly direct Presbyteries to appoint a panel, including at least 2 young people under 25, to examine the SPUD Report on ‘Young People and the Church’, to consider the appended questions and report back to the SPUD Working Group through the Board of Youth and Children’s Ministry by the end of December 2010’
